Temple of Heaven 

 

This day will begin very early, but you may forget this inconvenience when you enter the Temple of heaven.  

At this time of the day, you will see the various activities the Chinese do in the morning. Tai Qi, Kung Fu,  

sabre practice, meditation, tango, and gymnastics are just some of them. The Chinese like to prepare for  

their day with physical exercises that they consider essential for their health. As well, some Chinese  

practice calligraphy with giant brushes and water on the park’s flagstones that esthetically pleases for  

as long as the water evaporates.  

Next, you will discover the Temple itself and its simplicity in structure. Its hidden symbolism hints at beliefs  

even more ancient than Buddhism and Taoism and to a time when the Emperor was considered the 

direct authority on earth from the heavens.
